supplies:

tombstone

sand or dirt

small squares of paper

pencil or pen

bowl or basket or box
Dedication

Check-in – thumbs up, wave hand, thumbs down

We understand that there is a lot of name calling going on in the class.  We would like to explore that theme today in council.

Round One:
Have you ever been called a mean name or heard someone call someone else a mean name?  A story of that time and how it made you feel.

Round Two:  Funeral for mean names.    Lili is bringing a tombstone.  I am going to bring sand from the beach.  We need you to have small pieces of paper and pens or pencils handy.  Write out a name or names that someone has called us or that we have heard called at others.  Fold the paper.  Put it in a bowl or box in front of the tombstone and place a handful of sand over it.  (Do you have a bowl or box that would work?  I have a basket I could bring but I’m not sure if sand would leak.)  We can talk about how these names came and now we don’t need them anymore.  They don’t make us feel good as individuals nor as a community.  We are going to let them go now.  Very respectfully.  We are going to give them a proper burial.  Choice:  say the name as you do the burial ritual or do so in silence.  Teachers?  Could you weigh in?

Round Three:
It’s up to us to create the world we want to live in.   If we would like a world where people are treated kindly and with respect . . . even with appreciation and celebration of our gifts what might that look like?

Go around – each person says a name that they would like to be called.  The rest of the group calls them that name.  Ex.: I would like to be called smart, beautiful, creative, funny, love, smiley face, etc . . .  The whole group in unison calls out – “Hey Smart One!  “Hey Beautiful!” 
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
